The 2008 Dunlop British Open Pre-Qualification will be played to England Squash regulations and disciplinary procedures with
all 2008 Dunlop British Open Pre-Qualification matches being played between the 11th and 13th April at The Northern Club,
Didsbury, Manchester.
11-PAR scoring and 17” tins will be used for all men’s matches and international scoring (to 9) and 19'' tins will be used for all
women’s matches.

All players must complete an Official Entry Form and a £30.00 entry fee must accompany each entry form together with a stamped 
addressed envelope. All players will be eligible for free admission, subject to availability, to all Dunlop British Open - Liverpool 2008
matches played on the all-glass show court at the Liverpool Echo Arena from the 6th to 12th May. 

Withdrawal from the Dunlop British Open Pre-Qualifications must be notified to the Competition Manager as soon as possible by
telephone with a valid reason. Your reason for withdrawal, should then be confirmed in writing to England Squash, National
Squash Centre, Sportcity, Manchester M11 3FF (Fax 0161 231 4231) within seven days and in the event of injury, should be
accompanied by a letter of explanation and a doctors certificate.
